An MWR Department requesting grants in both Fitness and Liberty would need to complete two grant request forms.  Grant request forms must be received by PERS-651 on or before 14 December 2001 to be considered for FY02 funding.  Send completed form to the Navy Personnel Command (NPC-651) by mail or fax.  Programs must be conducted prior to 30 September 2002.  All submissions will be reviewed and if approved, funded in total or in part based on the amount of funds available.  Upon approval, monies will be transferred from NPC central fund to your activity.  Transactions will appear in RAMCAS activity number Fitness 62-562 or Liberty 17-562.  

4.  Upon execution/completion of your event(s), programs outline and after action report must be submitted to PERS-651.  To simplify the process, please use the same program outline and after action report required by your MWR Director.  Flyers, newspaper articles, and photos may be included but are not required.
